SAFE DIGGING BEGINS WITH YOU!

If you are planning on digging or excavating be aware that
there may be underground utilities within the scope of your
project. Here is what you need to know before you begin...
Call 811 first (FREE service).

« Notify the Arizona Blue Stake Center at least two (2)
working days (excluding weekends and legal holidays)
before excavating to have all underground pipelines and
facilities located and marked. Please be aware that utility
owners will locate their facilities, typically this means up to
the meter. Beyond the meter, the customer is responsible
for locating and maintaining the utilities on his/her
property.

Wait for the project site to be marked by all utility owners.
Once all utilities have been

properly located, you are

now officially ready to dig!

an entire community. Having underground utilities located
can help prevent undesired consequences.

What are the colored marks on the ground within your
neighborhood or community?

Each marking represents the location of the underground
facilities and the color represents the type of utility (gas, water,
electric, communication, etc...). The marks are temporary and
fade with time.

NATURAL GAS PIPELINES IN YOUR COMMUNITY
Natural gas provides clean, economic, reliable, and
efficient energy to homes, schools, and businesses. Natural
gas pipelines are one of the safest methods of energy
transportation, however damage to pipelines can occur.
Since most natural gas pipelines are buried underground,
you may not be aware that you live or work close to a
pipeline. Pipelines are often marked by above
ground signs to provide an indication of their
presence, the product carried, and the contact

Why Call 811 Arizona Blue Stake?

Arizona Blue Stake was established by utility owners as
a one-call notification system to assist homeowners and
excavators in identifying the location of underground
utilities to prevent damages to facilities.

Calling 811 will help save lives and protect infrastructure.
Knowing where underground utility lines are buried before
each digging project begins helps protect you from personal
injury, expense and penalties. There may be multiple utility
lines in the same area at varying depths. Even simple digging
projects can damage utility lines and disrupt vital services to

Blasting Requirements:

If blasting will be performed on your jobsite
within the City of Mesa’s natural gas service
area (Mesa/Pinal County), contact Mesa Fire

at (480) 644-2622 or Pinal County at (520)
866-6405. After notification, Energy Resources
will review permits and locate all gas pipelines
in the proposed blasting area. A gas leakage
survey will be performed at NO CHARGE prior to, and within
24 hours after, any blasting that occurs within 200 feet of any
gas pipeline.

Boring Requirements:

If boring, follow City of Mesa Bore Requirements Detail No.
18 and 18.1. and call (480) 644-5517 or (480) 644-3513 to
schedule a bore monitor for your jobsite.

Excess Flow Valves (EFV’s):

Be aware that EFV'’s are installed on new/renewed single family
home gas service lines and are designed to limit the flow of
gasin the event a line is damaged.

Check-n-Wrap:
If a gas line is exposed during excavation, you are required
to notify the City of Mesa immediately at (480) 644-2261.

and react to a natural gas leak early, you can help

A natural gas leak may be present if you...

« Smell: An odor, similar to rotten eggs.

« Hear: An unusual hissing sound coming from a
pipeline, appliance, or natural gas meter.

« See: Unusual changes to soil such as dead or
dying vegetation.
