HOME SAFETY INSPECTION PROGRAM
The Home Safety Inspection Program offers free home 
safety checks to all Mesa residents.  The program’s 
goal is to reduce home risks, connect residents to 
community resources, and other assistance as needed.  
Trained volunteers test and install smoke alarms and 
educate on injury prevention within the home.  Call

WATER SAFETY PROGRAM
The Fire and Life Safety Education office implements 
and participates in various water safety events 
including:  Walk for Water Safety, April Pool’s Day, 
Pachanga en la Piscina,  Aqua Mania, and Water 
Safety Day.  These events are aimed at reducing the 
occurrence of drowning/water related incidents. 
Drowning prevention classes are also available to 
groups and organizations.

SCHOOL PROGRAM
Mesa elementary school students participate in a 
comprehensive injury prevention program focusing on 
the eight risk areas shown to be the leading cause of 
death and injury to children.

CPR CERTIFICATION CLASS
This is a four-hour CPR certification course (community/
workplace level) that will teach you life saving skills.  
Course fee is $25.  Call (480) 644-2294.

LIFESAVER PROGRAM
Learn basic first aid skills during this two-hour non 
certification class.  The class is free to Mesa residents 
and teaches the basics of managing emergencies 
(familiarity with the 9-1-1 system and fire department, 
basic first aid, abdominal thrusts, and CPR).
