In keeping with its founders' priorities,
the City of Mesa, along with its families
and local businesses, continues to
keep education on the front burner.
Throughout the years, innovative thinking
has resulted in creative options.

Citywide, 73,000 students and 11,000
full- and part-time staff fill 87 schools
during traditional school hours. Students
can also engage in non-traditional
coursework through other means.

“Mesa Public Schools (MPS) is a
leader in educational choice, providing
families with options for traditional
neighborhood and focus schools,
homeschooling and online coursework,
and adult education,” explained Kathy
Bareiss, director of community relations.
“And our state-certified teachers work
with curriculum specialists to develop
K through 12 programs in each subject
area to exceed state standards.”

In addition to traditional curriculum,
elementary students may attend a
Montessori program, Franklin “back-
to-basics” school, an arts-focused or
online program. Students in grades
four through eight can attend the new
Mesa Academy for Advanced Studies,
offering challenging, in-depth global

themes, such as foreign languages.

Two junior highs and two high schools
are “focus schools,” with innovative
career-oriented programs and on-the-job
training in addition to core requirements.

“Mesa Public Schools enjoy all the
benefits of a large school district, but with
a small town feel,” said Bareiss. “There’s a
lot of support from parents, teachers, the
business community and local colleges.”

Parents serve as classroom and
fundraising volunteers and education
advocates. The staff continues raising
the educational bar and businesses
support targeted initiatives. Area colleges,
universities and high-tech institutes share
resources to enhance academic options.

“The schools unite the community,”
said Bareiss. “We work together because
we're all serving the same public.”

MPS students compete well
nationally and statewide. Among

Week magazine reported that MPS
held the eighth best graduation rate
among large districts nationwide.

“It all goes back to community
support,” Bareiss said. “It's a clear-cut
benefit to the students in our schools.”

METRO is the nonprofit

public corporation responsible

for planning, building and
operating the Valley's light
rail system. In addition to
the 20-mile starter line that
will open in December 2008,
six high-capacity transit
corridors are being planned
that may include light-rail
extension lines. In Mesa, that
includes 2.7 miles of new
transit service extending
from the transit center at
Sycamore and Main streets.
Mesa is one of three Valley
cities that will offer light rail
service. METRO is building
a premier regional light rail
system to enhance mobility
and strengthen the economic
health of our community.
METRO and its partnering
cities support transit-oriented
development, which allows
people to drive their cars
less by making public transit,
walking and bike riding
convenient and easy to
access. That's accomplished
by encouraging mixed-use
development in proximity
to transit stops and by

improving connections among

different transit modes.

Efficiency, and patient and physician
satisfaction serve as watchwords for Mesa's
new Mountain Vista Medical Center, a
full-service community hospital, which
opened July 23, 2007. The 178-bed hospital
features all private rooms and state-of-the-
art medical equipment and technology.

Employing 400 skilled health care
personnel, Mountain Vista supports Mesa
as a for-profit hospital paying property,
income, and sales taxes. It also provides a
highly engineered facility designed from
the ground up for efficient health care.

"To be competitive, we had to design
an efficient operational chassis,” said CEOQ
Kelly H. Adams. “The facility’s operative
focus is to provide customer service to

patients and physicians in a way never
before available in the East Valley.”

“Patients will be impressed with our
staff's competency, the food quality, and
our rooms’ comfort. Every room has a flat-
screen TV, Internet access, even specially
designed bed headboards allowing easy
access for caregivers,” Adams said.

Caregivers also benefit from effective,
accessible electronics. Mountain Vista’s
physician-friendly computer system allows
immediate access to imaging, patient
charts, and other vital information from
anywhere in the hospital, even remotely.

Operating room design, with a
central operating core facilitating quick
equipment access, helps decrease
turnaround times. Physicians subsequently
wait less between patients and can
treat more people each day.

The 30-bay emergency room
(ER), outfitted with equipment
usually found in separate areas of a
hospital, allows faster treatment.

Drug prescription errors are
reduced through a computerized
system that verifies nurse badges and
fingerprints, and connects to the on-
site pharmacy. The facility’s pneumatic
tube system expedites drug delivery.

Even the building is efficient. Its
handsome, E2-coated, exterior glass

and glazing decreases internal cooling
costs. A computerized air-handling
system allows the temperature in
every room to be remotely controlled,
or shut down when not in use.

City’s business-friendly environment
sparks interest and growth

ESA CONTINUES TO OFFER
THE WHOLE PACKAGE.
Boosted by a nearly 60

percent surge in population
since 1990, Mesa is Arizona’s third largest
city. A combination of good local jobs,
commitment to high-quality education
and a family-friendly, laid-back lifestyle
continues to attract residents to Mesa.

BUSINESS ATTITUDE

Business opportunities abound for those
new residents. In fact, in 2006 Entrepreneur
magazine named the Phoenix-Mesa area as
the best U.S. city to start and grow a business.
The magazine cites the continued exodus
of California residents relocating to more

affordable Western states as a prime factor

in the Valley’s continued growth. Mesa'’s
business-friendly attitude has helped it attract
a significant number of new businesses. Add
that to plenty of available land, particularly in
east Mesa, and an educated work force (nearly
60,000 Mesa adults hold at least a bachelor’s
degree) and you have a winning combination
for a city poised for its next round of growth.

SMART GROWTH

Mesa has eight business corridors or
centers throughout the city’s planning area
of approximately 170 square miles. These
corridors are: Mesa Riverview; Union Pacific;
Fiesta on the west side; the downtown
area; Superstition Freeway West; the Falcon

Field district; Superstition Freeway East; and
Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport corridor on
Mesa's east end. These economic activity
centers host about 70 percent of the city’s
jobs and 66 percent of the city’s businesses.
Nearly all are at important junctures in their
development, City Manager Chris Brady said.
“The Riverview development is significant,
not just for the retail component, but
also for the proposed offices and hotel
space that will be developed,” Brady said.
“The entire area will serve as a strong
anchor for both jobs and retail sales.”
The Fiesta area, anchored by Fiesta
Mall, features the 27,000-student Mesa
Community College campus and the
Banner Desert Medical Center. Brady says
city officials and private developers are
reviewing suggestions on revitalization
projects to “rebrand the area and put
together public and private improvements
to strengthen the business corridor as a
continued attraction for retail shopping.”
Fiesta Mall has completed significant
interior improvements, with exterior
updating to be completed in 2008.

EXPANDING OPPORTUNITIES

Brady foresees proposals for major
development along the Loop 202 as
that freeway expansion is completed
in 2008. “The major freeway systems
in Mesa are probably superior to most
other parts of the Valley,” Brady said.
“This gives us a significant advantage.”

A light-rail system will be operational
in Mesa in late 2008, helping to
contribute to cleaner air and reducing
the number of cars on the freeways.

Whether it's for a visit, a business
opportunity or a lifetime, now is a
good time to consider Mesa.

Phoenix-Mesa Gateway (formerly Williams
Gateway) Airport is more than just a place
for takeoffs and landings. It's actually an
economic engine for the East Valley. It
already provides airport facilities and public
aviation services complementing Sky Harbor
International Airport. But, Gateway also
recently created Arizona Direct, a unique
marketing partnership with the Airport
Authority and Mesa landowners. The group

MESA HISTORICAL MUSEUM

The Mesa Historical Museum, at 2345 N.

Horne St., is home to numerous artifacts
