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Discussion

Power Road is proposed to be widened to three lanes in each direction with a 16-foot
raised, landscaped median. After examining several options, the design team arrived
at the preferred alignment presented in the attached exhibits. The modifications to
the roadway will be designed to meet current standards. Typical cross sections are
included in the attached exhibits.

The intersection at Ray Road will include new signals, dedicated right turn lanes, dual
left turn lanes, and bus pullouts on the north and south legs for future: bus routes.
Ray Road east of Power will be widened to accommodate three lanes in each
direction, matching the existing improvements west of Power.

The alignment shown in the attached exhibits includes a “couplet” design for
Segment 2, which offers favorable traffic flow and minimizes property impacts.
Separate intersections for northbound and southbound traffic are proposed at
Williams Field Road.

Public Involvement

A public meeting was held on April 28, 2009, at Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport to
provide the public an opportunity to comment on the proposed alignment. Prior to
the meeting, 1,173 invitational flyers were mailed out to the public. 24 citizens
attended the meeting with four written comment sheets returned. The following is a
summary of the public comments and staff's response:

Discussions are ongoing with the other parties affected by this project, including the .
Gila River Indian Community and Arizona State University, the Roosavelt Water
Conservation District and the Flood Control District of Maricopa County.

Project Schedule

The current schedule is to begin design in the summer of 2009, begin construction in
the summer of 2011, and complete construction in the summer of 2012.

Alternatives

Several potential alternatives to the Power Road alignment were evaluated by City-
staff and the project partners for traffic patterns, pedestrian mobility, required right-of-
way acquisition, and overall cost. The other alternatives do not function as efficiently
in these categories as the proposed alignment shown in the attached exhibits. The
preferred alternative is also the lowest cost of all those that were considered.

Fiscal Impact

The project is estimated to cost approximately $13 million for construction, not
including right-of-way acquisition costs. The City will be responsible for 25% of the
construction cost, or approximately $3.25 million.

Coordinated With

The Transportation Department and the Mesa Gateway Area Economic Development
Office have been active participants in the planning and design process, and concur .
with the proposed alignment.

The new alignment has also been coordinated with Arizona State University, the Gila
River Indian Community, and the Flood Control District of Maricopa County, who are
all inﬁiof proceeding with detailed design for the proposed alignment.

Hello Glenn,

I don't recall if I met you or not at the public meeting on April 28th. I
wanted to share my thoughts with you on the above referenced projéct. As
you may know, McDonald's is looking at locations for a new restaurant along
Power Rd. between Ray and Pecos Rd. {preferably closer to Ray Rd.). I
have been working with the owners of the Goodwill property and the parcel
south of the Goodwill piece. Both parties were represented at the public
meeting and did a great job of conveying the importance of median breaks
{whether partial or full) for access to their developments. I am in total
agreement with their a full median break at the southern site aad a partial
in front of the Goodwill site.

My comments today are regarding the median design for Ray Rd. east of the
intersection. It is my understanding that the current median design
extends to the east blocking left in/left out access to the driveway
servicing the retail development on the SEC of the intersection. I am
opposed to this design for the following reasons:

1. First and foremost is the impact such a design will have on west bound
Ray Rd. traffic. By not being able to make a left in at this driveway to
gain access to either the retail center on the hard corner or any of the
subsequent properties south of Ray Rd. (keeping in mind the properties
south of Ray Rd. are required to provide cross access to each otther as they
develop out) it forces a driver to either make a u-turn at the
intersection, or a left turn at the intersection and proceed south to make
a u-turn at the first available median break in Power Rd. Depending on
where the median breaks are placed in Power Rd., a car could be in traffic
much longer and be required to make more traffic maneuvers than really
necesgsary thereby creating additional hazards and opportunities for
accidents. Allowing a left in at this driveway will eliminate all
westbound traffic on Ray RA. that is visiting one of the sites mentioned
above and returning from where they came, from ever having to go through
the intersection at Power Rd.

2. Second is the impact the design will have on traffic attempting to make
a left out exit from that driveway. The current design requires a right
turn out with a quick crossing of three lanes of traffic to get in
position to make a u-turn. Without a stacking lane for a u-turn,
presumably a car could sit in the third lane waiting to make a u-turn and
block traffic. Based on the current design a driver leaving either the
Goodwill site or the retail center on the corner that wishes to go south on
pPower Rd. would be forced to either exit the site{s) on Power Rd¢l. and make
a u-turn at the intersection, or make a right out on Ray Rd. followed by a
guick u-turn. Again, more traffic maneuvers than necessary. Allowing a
left cut at this driveway will facilitate traffic exiting these sites to
get back to Power Rd. to travel southbound.

| am sending this to you as a request for a median cut and curb cuts for the three propertiess located south of
Galveston Road on the east side of Power Road. These properties are owned by Ed and Judy Nasser (two
parcels) and Dan Thelander {one parcel at the SE corner of Power Rd and Galveston). | cwn a small interest in

these parcels and submit this request on behalf of afl of us.

Our 3 parcels are shown on the aerial photograph with overlay, dated February 27, 2008, Segment 2, page 5 of
8. | have attached a copy of that page for reference. i will hand defiver the color copy you mailed to me with
marking showing where we reguest a median cut. We realize there are many traffic safety and engineering
considerations in locating median cuts. However, it is critically important that a median cut be provided south of
Galveston at a location that permits access to the two southerly parcels. By agreement between the Nassers and
Mr. Thelander, his northemn parcel will be permitted to use that median cut as an access to his parcel. It seems,
looking at the serial that there is a storage facllity and vacant parcel west of Power Road, scuth of Galveston, it
looks as If there is an access road into those parcels. This looks like the best place fo put in a median cut. This
would also relieve the severe traffic congestion at Galveston as vehicles try to access the hospital at the SW
comer of Power and Galveston, We request a median cut that would permit a left turn out of the parcels to
proceed southerly. This would also permit traffic from the hospital and the developments o the parcels south, on
the west sile of Power Road, to proceed north. It would relieve congestion at the intersection of Power Road and
Galveston.

These parceis will develop for retaillcommercial uses. The properties’ location on Power Road and the intense
development at the Williams Gateway will dictate an intense commercial use, ¥ the city will permit this and desires
to benefit from the potential tax revenue from a commercial development on these propertizs. They are cne of
the few remaining vacant parcels on Power Road near Williams Field Road entrance to Williams Gateway. ltis
anlicipated that development at the parcels would generate heavy traffic and, for safely reasons, 1t wouid be good
to provide northbound and southbound traffic with controlied access. With no access for southbound vehicles,
drivers would be forced to drive south to Williams Fleld Road. Tum left and proceed to the north bound segment
of Power Road, to be constructed. They would then tum left and proceed north (o the 3 parcels. This is a severe
restrictions on these properties opportunity to derive their fair share of business from {raffic on Power Road, when
compared to all other parcels that do not have such a severe lane split as Power Road approaches Williams Field

Road.

It is unclear if there is a grade change from the cument roadway as the new Power Road segment crosses the
RWCD Canal and proceeds north. This may cause Serious problems access and for any curb cuds south of the
median break. It will make a median break imperative for development of the two south parcels. This lane spiit, of
such a magnitude will cause substantial harm to these properties, especially the two southerly parcels. A median
cut, allowing a southbound exit, will mitigate this harm.

We respectfully request curb cuts at three {ocations along the frontage of the two southerly parcels and two curb
cuts for the north parcel. | do not know if that needs to be located now, but we can give more detalil, if necessary.
